turned road that will lead you to the Sacred Valley,

Making the
last leg of the journey via shuttle, you'll finally
arrive at the most famous archaeological site of
South America and one of the New 7 Wonders of
the World, Machu Picchu. Catching a first glimpse
of this awe inspiring ancient city above the clouds

is a moment you'll never forget, so be sure to take
a few minutes just to soak it all in. Take your time
exploring the vast complex of fascinating ruins
and let the mind boggle at how it was all built,
before descending the mountain and making your
way back to the Sacred Valley.

Continuing on the road to Cusco
you'll also stop by the fortress of Sacsayhuaman, a
UNESCO World Heritage site that dates back to
the 13th century, before arriving back into the
Incan capital where the rest of the day will then be
free.
